TOURNAMENT RULES

1. RULES INTERPRETATIONS: The tournament rules committee shall be
solely responsible for the interpretation and enforcement of tournament rules.
The director will rule on any unusual situation which may occur. The decision
will be final in all instances.

2. ELIGIBILITY OF PARTICIPANTS: Participation in the tournament is
open to anglers 16 years of age or older (unless accompanied by a parent or
guardian). Proof of age is the responsibility of the participant.

3. BOATS AND MOTORS: All boats must be judged seaworthy and meet all
USCAQG safety rules. It must have aerated live wells that will support 2 limits of
fish. Life jackets must be worn any time gas engine is on.

4. PERMITTED FISHING METHODS: Only artificial lures, with the ex-
ception of pork, may be used. Only one casting, spinning, or spin casting rod
may be used at a time. Trolling as a method of fishing is prohibited. All Bass
must be caught live in a conventional sporting manner.

5. TOURNMENT IDENTIFICATION: Prior to the day’s start, all boats will
be inspected. Each boat will be assigned a number card which must remain
with the boat at all times. This card must be turned in at check-in time. No
team will be allowed to change boats during tournament hours without permis-
sion from the tournament director.

6. TIMELINESS: Each boat must check in with the check-in boat. Any boat
not in the weigh-in area promptly at the appointed time will be assessed a pen-
alty of 1 1b. for each minute late and disqualification will be after 15 minutes.
If you have a big fish, the penalty will be assessed to that fish also.

7. DEAD FISH PENALTY: Y Ib. per fish.

8. BASS: 8 FISH LIMIT PER TEAM-AII fish must measure 14” on a
Golden Rule (mouth closed and tail pinched). Short fish will result in a 1 Ib.
penalty per short fish. No team shall have more fish than the limit in the
live well at any time. You must begin to cull after the 8" fish (5™ fish if
you fish alone).

9. TIES: In the event of a tie, the two positions will split the pot.

10. PENALTY: Violation of any of these rules may be cause for suspension
or disqualification from this tournament.

11. PROTESTS: All protests must be made in writing within 15 minutes after
weigh-in time.

12. POLYGRAPH: Any team can be given a polygraph test or stress test.
Any team that fails the test will be disqualified.

13. FISHING CONDITIONS: The tournament will be held regardless of the
weather conditions. However, the tournament officials may change times or
locations as it is deemed necessary for the safety of the participants.

14. ILLEGAL SUBSTANCES AND ALCOHOL: There will be no illegal
substances or alcohol consumed prior to (the morning of) or during
tournament hours. Violators will be disqualified!

15. THIS IS A TWO MAN TEAM TOURNAMENT: However, you may
fish alone. If you fish alone, your limit will be 5 fish 14”.

16. STARTING POSITION: Starting position will be in the order that entry
fees are received. The entry fee will reserve your starting position for the tour-
nament.

17. ENTRY FEE: Entry fee is $110.00 per team or boat. Any entry fee re-
ceived after February 15,2011 will be certified check or money order only.

18. LATE ENTRIES: Entries received day of
tournament are $120.00 cash only.

19. PAYBACK: See sample of paybacks on page three.

20. BIG FISH: There will be 2 Big Fish prizes. 1. $10.00 per boat (optional).
2. A $200.00 gift certificate from Betty’s Country Grocery Bass Pro Shop. No
one person is eligible to win more than one big fish prize. In order to win Big
Fish, fish must be alive.
